Induction day  

The staff of Haygrove School and I look forward to your child joining us in September.  Before the end of 

the Summer Term all students transferring to Haygrove are invited to join us for the day on Wednesday 06 

July 2022, to familiarise themselves with their new surroundings and to start their induction into the school. 

 

The students should arrive by 8.40am and report directly to the School Hall where the Senior Leadership 

Team will meet them. The school day ends at 3.00pm.  Parents are asked to make their own arrangements 

for transporting their children to and from Haygrove School. 

 

The lunch break will be at 1.00pm.  The students can bring a packed lunch or use our cafeteria, which offers 

a variety of lunches including hot dishes. Costs vary according to choice, but I would recommend that 

students bring £3.00 to cover the cost of their lunch (main course with dessert).  Students in receipt of free 

school meals will not be required to purchase their meal. There is a pre-booking system and all students will 

be encouraged to do this before we start the day. 

 

Students will find out their Tutor Group on the Induction Day. 

 

Induction evening  

In addition, parents and students will be invited to our induction evening to meet with me, the Head of Year 

Mr Hellyer, Year 7 Tutors and other key members of staff on Wednesday 06 July 2022 commencing 

6.45pm. You will also be able to collect further information about the school e.g. uniform, in a carousel of 

events set out for the evening. 

 

A talk by myself will be held in the hall. If your surname begins between A and M please attend at 6.45pm, 

if your surname begins between N and Z please attend at 7.15pm.

We are specifically considering alternative options 

to our current school skirt and we are working with suppliers to come up with the most cost effective way to 

implement this change.  Therefore please could I ask, for the time being, that you postpone purchasing any 

skirts for students to wear in the new academic year.
